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Combining history, theory, and the practice of making ethnographic films, this course will inspire students to explore the
cultural diversity through visual and multisensory approaches. During the course, students will investigate not only the
historical innovations of documentary filmmaking but also recent developments in social and cultural politics that
challenges the making of documentary films. Through selected readings and by watching exemplary works, students will
be encouraged to produce their own short films, photo essays and multimedia productions, and in the process discover
how filmmaking contributes new knowledge to the understanding of human society.

* [dentify the typical genres of international as well as Chinese documentary films and the historical development of
documentary.

» Understand the methodological, ethical and theoretical concerns of documentary through watching important films and
photographs.

* Develop basic skills of video-audio recording and editing as well as combining visual material with texts.
