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What is “technology”? Why and how do people adopt a new technology? What is the role of technology in our
contemporary life? How new technology such as mobile phone affect our identity, interpersonal communication,
organizational behaviour and social interaction? In this introductory course, we will examine the cultural, social, political,
and economic dynamics of communication technologies and their social significance. The course is organized into three
blocks. In the first block, we will look at major debates concerning technology and society at large. We will read beyond
the discipline of communication, including philosophy, psychology, political science, sociology, gender studies, and
information science. In the second block, we will focus on Internet-based systems and cultures. We will look at Internet
governance, ICT start-ups, human-computer interaction, mobile communication, online dating, and social media fatigue.
In the third block, we will briefly introduce the qualitative, quantitative and mixed research methods, and help students

get familiar with academic writing.
